It was first identified in 2009 and has since been found in over 20 countries globally. It is
associated with invasive infections (candidemia), severe illness, prolonged hospitalization,
and high mortality—especially in people with underlying health conditions.

C. auris was first identified in 2009 in Asia.
It has quickly become a major cause of healthcare-associated infections globally.
It can survive on surfaces and skin without symptoms and spread silently.

Common disinfectants may be less effective at removing it.
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It has caused multiple outbreaks in hospitals.

By the Numbers

Candida auris began spreading in the United States in 2015.

Reported cases increased 318% by 2018 compared to the average number from 2015-2017.
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
